The PURPOSE of this handbook is to familiarize the families of St. Columba School with the policies and
procedures for the parish school which follow the guidelines set forth by the Diocese of Harrisburg as
implemented by the principal and the school staff. This handbook is a guide for all new and current
students and their parents/guardians and will be updated regularly to reflect recent Diocesan regulations
and changes/additions to St. Columba School policy. It is to be noted that this handbook is not all-inclusive
and specific situations may be covered in detail by Diocesan or local policy.

The GOAL of St. Columba School is to assist the parents/guardians with their responsibility to educate
their children in their Catholic faith. The universal law of the Church states that "Parents above others are
obliged to form their children in the faith and practice of the Christian life by word and example" (Canon
#774.2) and emphasizes the serious duty to provide catechesis for their children (Canon #773). We at St.
Columba School recognize our role in providing a program of faith formation (doctrine) to include
participation in regular celebration of the Liturgy (Mass) and opportunities for Christian service.

The MISSION STATEMENT of St. Columba School is "Touching the heart of education with a Christ-
centered community of students, teachers, and parents providing a strong, progressive education in a
caring and secure environment.”

The PHILOSOPHY OF EDUCATION of St. Columba School welcomes every child of any faith background
to its morally and spiritually rich environment which features exemplary academics, solid faith formation,
leadership privileges, and community outreach opportunities. St. Columba School has earned a fine
reputation for inspiring students to reach their potential and achieve personal success. Motivated by
consistently superior achievements, St. Columba School will continue to prepare students for the 21t
century by offering an integrated approach that brings together mind and body, matter and spirit, knowledge
and reason, science and religion.

THE SCHOOL

St. Columba School is a Catholic elementary and middle school supported largely by the efforts of St. Columba Parish
and parental contribution of time, talent, and treasure. It consists of a Preschool and PreK Program for children ages 3
and 4, a full day Kindergarten, and Grades One through Eight.

THE FACULTY

St. Columba School is staffed by the Sisters of St. Cyril and Methodius, Danville and the Immaculate Heart of Mary,
Scranton and professionally qualified lay teachers. The faculty maintains compliance with PDE certification
requirements and religious certification as a continuous study.

SUPPORT SERVICES

St. Columba School provides its students with support services through state and federal funds as administered by the
Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit (CSIU) and the local public school districts. These services include speech
therapy, reading and math support, psychological testing, and the services of a social worker.
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ADMISSION

St. Columba School does not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, national origin, sex, age (in accordance with
the law), or disability, if with reasonable accommodation on the part of the school, the disabled individual's needs could
be met (Diocesan Policy 5112.5).

Children entering Preschool, PreK, Kindergarten, or First Grade must be at their respective year of age by September
1. Upon registration, in addition to payment of the registration fees, the following documentation must be presented:
1. Official birth certificate.
2. Baptismal certificate, if applicable.
3. Immunization/health records as required by the Bloomsburg School District and the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania.
4. Legal proof of custodial rights, when applicable.

For students entering from another school, a copy of the most recent report card must be presented at the time of
registration. For further information regarding student admissions, refer to www.hbgdiocese.org to locate the Diocesan
Policy Book under the link for Catholic Schools/Services & Programs.

TUITION/FEES

Each year the cost of educating a student at St. Columba School is determined by the Education Committee in
conjunction with the Pastor and is provided to each family. Tuition may be paid in full or in ten monthly payments.
Registration and academic fees are also determined on a yearly basis and cannot be refunded. A separate agreement
of payment for tuition including the current refund policy will be signed before a student may be (re)registered.

Tuition assistance is available to eligible families. Funding for these students is derived from Smart Money Program
participation, the EITC program (including Neumann scholarships), and local scholarships and contributions.

St. Columba School is operated as a faith community, not as a commercial or secular enterprise. The school provides
an opportunity for the development of faith-based values and for receiving instruction in the Gospel of Christ as part of
its religious mission and ministry. Consequently, the payment of tuition may not be considered as creating a
commercial or contractual relationship between the school and the parents that may be construed to create a legally
enforceable obligation on the part of the school, or its sponsoring ecclesiastical entities, to allow for continued
enrollment, or to provide any type of level of educational services, or to provide such services involuntarily.

DAILY TIME SCHEDULE

St. Columba School begins at 8:00 a.m. and ends at 2:35 p.m. for students in Kindergarten through Eighth Grade.
Students not riding school district transportation should not arrive before 7:45 a.m. unless previous arrangements have
been made. Students will enter the front door and proceed to the gym. The first bell rings at 8:00 a.m. to signal opening
prayer. The final dismissal bell rings at 2:35 p.m. Students boarding school district transportation exit by the front door.
All other students leave by the south side entrance.

Preschool classes are held from 8:00-11:00 a.m. on the second floor of the Fr. Devine Community Center. Preschool
students should not arrive before 7:55 a.m. Entrance to the Preschool is through the main door on Center Street. Each
morning a parent/guardian must accompany all preschool students directly to the preschool classroom on the second
floor and similarly return for dismissal.

DRESS CODE
St. Columba School promotes equality, modesty, and safety for all students by requiring appropriate uniform attire as
outlined in the school dress code. The length of shorts, skirts, or skorts may not be more than 3 inches above the knee.

In addition to the formal dress code, there may be occasions when non-uniform dress is permitted. Prior to each
occasion, requirements regarding the appropriate dress will be announced. General guidelines for casual dress days
include but are not limited to the following:

T-shirts and other items with inappropriate language/graphics are not permitted.

Tank tops, spaghetti strap tops, midriffs or revealing/provocative shirts are not permitted.

Frayed or torn clothing may not be worn.

Tattoos are not allowed in either stick-on or permanent form.

Flip flops, boots, and dangerous or distracting footwear are not permitted.

Shorts, skirts, skorts, and/or dresses may not be more than 3 inches above the knee.

Jewelry on dress down days follows the formal dress code for both girls and boys.

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DRESS CODE FOR ST. COLUMBA SCHOOL

All students of St. Columba School in grades K-8 are required to wear a school uniform daily. We trust
parents/guardians will take responsibility for their child's adherence to the school dress code. Neatness and
cleanliness in appearance and attire are expected. Uniforms can be purchased from Flynn O’Hara, Inc. of Philadelphia.
Order forms can be obtained at any time from the school office or online. If purchased at another store, the color and
style of pants and blouses must be identical to that offered by the uniform company.

BOYS:

K-4th grade boys will wear navy slacks worn with a belt and light blue polo shirt (long or short sleeve with or without St.
Columba logo); plain navy blue v-neck sweater may be worn (St. Columba logo is permitted); over the ankle plain navy
blue or plain white socks.

Middle School: 5t- 8t grade boys will wear khaki slacks worn with a belt and white polo shirt (long or short sleeve
with or without St. Columba logo). Plain navy blue v-neck sweater or vest may be worn (St. Columba logo is permitted).
All socks must be worn over the ankle. Cargo slacks are NOT permitted.

GIRLS:

K-4th grade girls will wear the uniform plaid jumper with a plain light blue blouse (Peter Pan collar, short or long
sleeve); over the ankle plain navy blue or plain white socks, plain navy tights or plain navy knee socks. Navy blue
slacks worn with a belt and navy blue skorts are also permitted. A plain light blue blouse (Peter Pan collar, short or
long sleeve) or a plain light blue polo shirt (long or short sleeve with or without St. Columba logo) may be worn with the
slacks and/or skorts. A plain navy blue cardigan sweater may be worn (St. Columba logo is permitted).

Middle School: 5t- 8t grade girls uniform plaid skirt with a white oxford blouse (long or short sleeve) and with either
plain navy sweater vest or plain navy uniform v-neck sweater (St. Columba logo is permitted). Khaki slacks worn with a
belt and khaki skorts are also permitted. Slacks and/or skorts may be worn with a plain white polo shirt (long or short
sleeve with or without St. Columba logo) or with the oxford shirt with navy sweater vest or navy cardigan.

All socks must be worn over the ankle. Cargo slacks are NOT permitted.

FOR ALL STUDENTS:

Shorts: Plain navy uniform walking shorts (worn with a belt) may be worn at the beginning of the school year until
Fair Week and from May 1 until the end of the school year.

K-4th Grade boys and girls: Navy blue uniform shorts. Cargo shorts are NOT permitted.

Middle school boys and girls: Khaki uniform shorts. Cargo shorts are NOT permitted.

Shoes: School shoes should be black, neat, clean, and support the child’s safety and development with a heel of not
more than two inches. Black sneakers (not high tops) are permitted for daily wear but must be plain black and without
color, lights or distracting shoelaces. Sandals, boots, or fad shoe styles are not permitted.

Hair/Jewelry: Only girls are permitted to wear one post earring that does not extend below the earlobe. Appropriate
watches may be worn by both boys and girls. Religious jewelry may be worn. Nail polish and make up are not
permitted. Body piercing and/or tattoos are not permitted. Fad hairstyles or unnatural or inappropriate hair coloring is
not permitted. Boys’ hair may not touch the collar or cover the eyes or the ears.

ON GYM DAY:

K-8 will wear the gym uniform to school with sneakers of any color but without lights. Gym shorts & t-shirts must
contain the St. Columba School emblem. Sweatshirts and sweatpants may contain the school emblem or must be
plain navy fleece material. Gym shorts without sweatpants may be worn at the beginning of the school year until Fair
Week and from May 1 until the end of the school year. See school website for more information on gym uniforms.

CASUAL DRESS DAYS: Refer to St. Columba School Handbook for policy regarding dress down days.

Written Warning Walk @ Recess Detention

Continued disregard may also warrant the loss of dress down privileges.




ATTENDANCE

Regular attendance at school is of utmost importance to academic success. Students in Pennsylvania are compelled
by state law to attend school. When a student of school age is unlawfully absent a total of three days in one trimester,
a parent conference will be required and disciplinary action may be taken.

Regular attendance at school is of utmost importance to a student’s academic success. After six excused absences in
one trimester, a parent conference will be required. A doctor’s note stating that the student was unable to attend school
due to illness, not just seen in the doctor’s office, may then be required for each successive absence.

The following consequences will apply for an accumulation of absences per trimester:

After the 3rd unexcused absence Detention/Truant Officer

After the 6™ unexcused absence Detention/Written Warning/Truant Officer

After the 9t unexcused absence In-School Suspension/Enroll in Counseling/Truant Officer
After the 10t unexcused absence Report to Children’s Services/Truant Officer

After serving a second suspension, a student may be considered for expulsion. (See St. Columba School and Diocesan
policy regarding expulsion.)

ABSENCE PROCEDURES

St. Columba School policy requires parents/guardians to call the school office by 8:10 a.m. to report a student's
absence/tardiness (784-5932 ext. 1). When a parent/guardian does not call to report their child’s absence/tardiness, the
school will telephone the parents/guardians to verify the student’s safety.

On the day of the student’s return to school a SIGNED, WRITTEN NOTE of explanation must be presented to the
homeroom teacher. (Excuse for Absence Forms are supplied by the school office and on the school website.)

Teachers will not prepare assignments ahead of time or send work home for students who are absent. Students will
have sufficient time to make up missed work when they return to school.

Parents/guardians must notify in writing no less than one day prior to an absence for family travel and other non-
illness related reasons, if they wish the absence to be recorded as excused. Such absences are discouraged, as they
are disruptive to a child’s education.

A student, who is absent three days in one week, regardless if consecutive, will require a doctor's note for the
absences to be considered excused. Students who are illegally absent from school will not be allowed to make up work
or to take assessments they missed while out of school illegally. Students, who are truant or otherwise absent from
school without an excused absence, will be required to make up the time missed.

No student is permitted to leave school after arrival except in cases of sickness/emergency. Dental/Medical
appointments require a prior WRITTEN request of the parents/guardians signed by the principal. In all cases, students
will remain in the classroom or school office until the parent/guardian arrives to sign the student out before leaving.

TARDINESS GUIDELINES

Students not riding school district transportation who arrive after 8:10 a.m. will be considered tardy and will need to
report to the school office for a late slip before going to class. Repeated tardiness may warrant disciplinary action. A
record of the number of times a student is tardy will be kept on file. The accumulation of tardiness will be recorded from
the first day of school through the last day of school.

The following consequences will apply for an accumulation of tardiness per trimester:

After the 3 unexcused tardy Detention/Verbal Notification

After the 6t unexcused tardy Detention/Written Warning

After the 9t unexcused tardy In-School Suspension/Enroll in Counseling
After the 10t unexcused tardy Truant Officer/Report to Children’s Services

After serving a second suspension, a student may be considered for expulsion. (See St. Columba School and Diocesan
policy regarding expulsion.)



AFTER SCHOOL CARE
In an effort to meet the needs of working parents, St. Columba School provides after school care from 2:35 p.m. to
5:30 p.m. for a nominal fee. The program offers a nutritious snack, monitored homewaork, and indoor/outdoor play.

CURRICULUM

St. Columba School follows the curriculum of the Diocese of Harrisburg which also meets the requirements for state
standards. Areas covered are Religion, Integrated Language Arts (ILA), Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, Art,
Music, Technology Education, Health & Physical Education, and Library Science.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION

Catholic students preparing for First Eucharist or Confirmation in the Diocese of Harrisburg must follow the guidelines
for sacramental preparation as outlined by their parish of membership. The teachers of Religion at St. Columba School
fully cooperate with and integrate Diocesan policy for sacramental preparation in their Religion curriculum.
Parents/guardians of students in Grades 1, 2, 7, and 8 should contact their parish of membership for more information.

RELIGION CURRICULUM

The total atmosphere of a Catholic school should reflect the spirit of Christian life and learning in which the students
can experience living the Gospel. On the first Friday of each month and on holy days of obligation, students in
Kindergarten through Eighth Grade attend Mass as a school community. These school liturgies and other paraliturgical
celebrations including prayer services, reconciliation services, Stations of the Cross, and other opportunities for
spiritual growth and faith formation are open to Parents/guardians who are encouraged to join us whenever possible.

Daily prayer is an essential part of each day in all grades. Both formal and spontaneous prayer is taught and practiced.
Each classroom must display at least one center for prayer.

Every faculty/staff of St. Columba School must promote the authentic doctrine of the Catholic Church at all times with
their students, if they wish to remain on staff.

“Students enrolled in an elementary or secondary school in the Diocese of Harrisburg will participate in all aspects of
his/her school's religious education program with the exception of the final phases of sacramental preparation for non-
Catholic students. These requirements include attendance at the regularly scheduled classes in religious instruction,
fulfillment of the academic requirements for these classes, and attendance at liturgical functions observed as part of
the school program. Schools should assure that non-Catholic students observe the appropriate liturgical norms
established by the Church regarding limits on their participation in liturgical functions.” (Diocesan Policy 5118.2)

DISCIPLINE CODE

St. Columba School has an obligation to all students and their parents/guardians to provide a safe and orderly school
environment that will enable each student to progress according to his/her individual ability. Our philosophy of
discipline is oriented toward establishing habits of conduct that are appropriate to a Christian society. Each student is
taught self-control and responsibility by respecting school and classroom rules; by having respect for all students and
adults; and by respecting school property and the property of others. Conduct, whether inside or outside school,
which is detrimental to the reputation of St. Columba School, may be deemed an infraction of the discipline code.

When a student’s behavior is disruptive, interferes with learning, or is life threatening, it may become necessary for the
school to report this behavior to the parents/guardians, the pastor and/or Diocesan supervisors. In very serious cases a
student's behavior may be cause for reporting to law enforcement and/or social services. Student consequences for
infractions of school/classroom rules may be considered in three levels: detention, suspension, or expulsion.

The administration reserves the right to waive and/or deviate from any and all disciplinary regulations for just cause at
the administration’s discretion.

Definition of Terms

Detention — detaining a student after school usually at the discretion of a teacher and/or the principal. (See Detention
Policy in the APPENDIX.) On occasion, a student may have lunch/recess privileges adjusted for minor infractions.

Suspension - removal of a student from all classes and extra curricular activities for a specified period of time.
Suspensions are generally served at home.

Expulsion - removal of a student from school for a specified period of time or permanently.
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Procedures for Detention

A detention for willful and/or repeated violation of school rules will be the responsibility and prerogative of the
teacher(s) and/or the principal. Written and/or verbal communication from the teacher(s) and/or the principal to the
parents/guardians should precede or follow the day of any detention so that every effort may be made to counsel
students and parents/guardians in order to avoid more serious misbehaviors that could lead to a suspension and/or
expulsion. (See Detention Policy in the APPENDIX)

Procedures for Suspension

Students may be suspended from St. Columba School for an accumulation of numerous minor offenses or for any
serious offense (e.g., truancy, vandalism, insubordination, immorality, threats, fighting, theft, use of alcohol or drugs,
etc.). Parents are to be notified verbally the day a suspension is incurred and in a written communication within forty-
eight hours of the suspension. Parents/guardians may be required to meet with school authorities in order for the
student to be readmitted to classes. The suspension is usually to be given for a specified period of time. A suspension
may be indefinite pending the school's review of a particular situation. School authorities may direct that the
suspension be served in school or out of school depending upon the circumstances of the situation.

After two suspensions, a student may be expelled for any further serious infractions, or an accumulation of lesser
infractions of the rules or regulations of the school. A letter stating this fact is to be sent to the parents/guardians.

Determination of Suspension

1. If the student is caught by a school official, the principal in consultation with the teacher(s) will impose the
suspension the next available day that does not interfere with the academic progress of the student.

2. If the student is accused but the infraction is not witnessed by school authorities and is denied by the
student, the allegations will be investigated in consultation with the Pastor who together will determine if a
suspension is warranted. If a suspension is to be given, it will be coordinated with the teacher(s) and the
principal to avoid any interference with the student’s academic progress.

Procedures for Expulsion

If a student is unwilling or unable to abide by the rules and regulations of St. Columba School and either breaks the
rules consistently or does something of a very serious nature, he/she may be expelled. Examples of actions that may
result in expulsion include but are not limited to: moral delinquency, incorrigible behavior, persistent truancy, deliberate
violation of school rules/regulations, serious acts of violence, criminal violations.

Determination of Expulsion

The Principal of the school is the one who has the authority to expel a student. If the student is a member of one of the
Catholic parishes in the Diocese of Harrisburg, the Principal is to inform the student's Pastor. In all cases, the
Superintendent of Schools is to be consulted before the expulsion takes place. (Diocesan Policy 5114.B)

When a student is guilty of an action that merits expulsion, school authorities are to arrange a meeting with
parents/guardians and the student. Parents have the right to appeal their student’s expulsion. However, the expelled
student cannot attend classes during the appeal process. (Diocesan Policy 5114.B)

HARASSMENT

St. Columba School affirms the inherent value of every individual and upholds the respect due to each because of his
or her uniqueness as a child of God and therefore, is committed to providing an educational environment that is free
from physical, psychological, sexual or verbal harassment. Harassment of any form is inconsistent with our mission of
Catholic education.

St. Columba School prohibits any form of harassment of or by employers, employees, students, parents/guardians
and/or volunteers. Any student or adult who experiences any form of harassment should immediately report it to the
school administration. Prompt investigation of allegations of harassment will be made on a confidential basis by the
most immediate administrative authority not involved with the allegation to ascertain the veracity of complaints.

A charge of harassment shall not, in and of itself, indicate the presumption of wrongdoing. However, substantiated acts
of harassment will result in disciplinary action for anyone who is found guilty of engaging in harassment which may
include expulsion and/or legal action, depending on the seriousness of the offensive conduct.



“The Diocese [of Harrisburg and St. Columba School] prohibits any form of harassment, including bullying or cyber
bullying of or by students, on or off the school campus. Bullying shall mean unwelcome verbal, written or physical
conduct directed at a student by another student that has the intent of or effect of;

1. Physically, emotionally or mentally harming a student;

2. Damaging, extorting or taking a student’s personal property;

3. Placing a student in reasonable fear of physical, emotional or mental harm;

4. Placing a student in reasonable fear of damage to or loss of personal property; or

5. Creating an intimidating or hostile environment that substantially interferes with a student’s educational opportunities.

Cyber bullying includes, but is not limited to, the following misuses of technology: harassing, teasing, intimidating,
threatening, or terrorizing another student, teacher or employee of the school by sending or posting inappropriate or
derogatory email messages, instant messages, text messages, digital pictures or images, or Web site postings
(including blogs). All forms of cyber bullying are unacceptable and offenders shall be subject to appropriate discipline
as noted in this policy.” (Diocesan Policy 5136.A)

Definition of Terms
Harassment — when an individual is subjected to treatment that is hostile or intimidating, and/or conduct that would be
offensive to a reasonable person.

Sexual Harassment — includes but is not limited to sexual misconduct that may be manifested as verbal conduct, visual
contact, physical contact, threats and demands, and/or retaliation for the reporting of sexual misconduct.

ST. COLUMBA SCHOOL IS MANDATED TO IMMEDIATELY REPORT ALL INSTANCES OF SUSPECTED SEXUAL ABUSE OF A
MINOR BY AN ADULT TO THE PENNSYLVANIA DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WELFARE (CHILDLINE) AT 1-800-932-0313 AND

ACADEMIC POLICIES

St. Columba School is dedicated to excellence in education and to the spiritual development of our students within the
framework of the Gospel and the tradition of the Catholic Church. Our fundamental task is educating the whole person,
integrating faith with learning in daily life. Recognizing the uniqueness and individuality of children, we guide them to
discover and develop their God-given talents. At St. Columba School we instill in our students a lifelong commitment to
learning, to developing Christian virtues, and to fostering community service.

Parents/Guardians participation and cooperation with school is critical to the academic success of their children. When
there is good communication between parents/guardians and the school, everyone will benefit. Parents/guardians are
reminded of the following important lessons they can teach their children: pray daily; attend weekly Mass; get proper
rest/exercise; eat healthy foods; complete assignments; study for tests/quizzes; avoid excessive absences; arrive on
time for school.

Homework

For the purpose of reinforcing skills presented in class, practicing independent work, and completing projects that
require additional time/research, a teacher may assign homework. Basic to all successful homework is the involvement
of parents/guardians. Children need to have a place to study that is conducive to learning and free of distractions.
Work should be checked for completion but not completed by the parents/guardians. Teachers wish to be informed if a
child is consistently experiencing difficulty in completing homework within the suggested time frame. Daily assignments
are the discretion of each teacher whose homework expectations are explained at Back-to-School Night. The
following homework time allotments are daily approximations: Kindergarten (5-10 minutes); Grades 1 & 2 (10-20
minutes); Grades 3 & 4 (30-40 minutes); Middle School (50-60 minutes).

Report Cards
Student grade reports are issued three times a year, once every twelve weeks. Grades are based on multiple types of

assessment including class participation, written/study assignments, special projects, and written/oral evaluations.

Mid-trimester progress reports make parents/guardians aware of their child’s performance in sufficient time to avoid
incomplete/failing trimester grade reports. Progress reports must be signed and returned to the teacher as verification
of their receipt. A conference to discuss the progress report may be requested by a teacher, parent, or guardian.

St. Columba School uses the Diocese of Harrisburg student reporting system for the elementary and middle school
grades. Teachers review the grading system and the method of recording on the report card for the grade/subject they
teach at Back-to-School Night.



Promotion/Retention

St. Columba School believes that promoting a student who has not achieved sufficient mastery of the curriculum may
not be in the best interests of the student. The classroom teacher and the principal will determine whether to
recommend grade retention. Such a decision will be reached after reviewing the student’s progress reports/grade
reports, consulting with his/her support services teacher(s), examining his/her standardized and/or psychological
testing scores, and considering documentation from any other relevant professionals who have first hand knowledge of
the student's academic abilities. Parents/guardians will be notified mid-year if a condition exists which may warrant a
student’s grade retention.

Sometimes a student may benefit from an adapted or a modified curriculum. The teachers of St. Columba School are
willing to offer an adapted or a modified program of instruction if the student’s learning needs can be reasonably/safely
accommodated.

Testing
Each year in April, students in Grades 3 through 8 participate in the lowa Tests of Basic Skills (ITBS); and a Cognitive

Abilities Test (CogAT) is administered to Grades 3 and 5. By studying the results of these tests, teachers and
administrators identify areas of strength/weakness in classes and individuals. Educational planning follows to address
specific student needs. An opportunity to compare a student's ability with their academic performance is another
beneficial outcome of this standardized testing. Due to the important nature of these tests, parents/guardians are
advised not to schedule appointments or vacations/trips on these days.

Before entrance into Kindergarten, students are screened for academic readiness and social maturity by a team of
educators and/or the Kindergarten teacher.

CALENDAR

St. Columba School publishes an annual school calendar prior to the beginning of each school year and an activities
calendar each month which are posted on the school website. Parents/guardians need to maintain a copy of each to
keep abreast of school events and for planning childcare on days of scheduled school closings.

TRANSFER OF STUDENTS

When a student leaves St. Columba School and transfers to another school, parents are required to complete a
withdrawal form for the student. A withdrawal form is not required when a student graduates and moves on to high
school. Upon receipt of the request for records from another school, the student’s records are forwarded to the school
in accord with current Pennsylvania law and include the student’s disciplinary record. The student’s academic record
may be withheld for the satisfaction of financial or other obligations as per school policy. All other records will be
forwarded to the receiving school upon request.

CUSTODY

St. Columba School abides by the provisions of the Buckley Amendment with respect to the rights of non-custodial
parents. In the absence of a court order to the contrary, St. Columba School will provide the non-custodial parent with
access to academic records and other school information regarding his/her child when requested. If there is a court
order specifying that there is to be no information given, it is the custodial parent’s responsibility to provide St. Columba
School with a court-certified copy of the court order. This copy will also help school officials in determining when, if
ever, the child can be released to the non-custodial parent.

COMMUNICATION
It is the responsibility of parents/guardians to attend Back to School Night at the beginning of each school year to
meet their children’s teachers and to establish a cooperative relationship between themselves and the school.

Teacher conferences are scheduled for the distribution of first trimester grade reports. However, parents/guardians are
encouraged to meet with teachers to discuss the progress of their child whenever the need arises by making an
appointment with a teacher through a telephone call or a note to the teacher at school. Parents/guardians should first
attempt to address any concerns with the teacher. Only after such attempts have failed, should administrators be
contacted. Please note that conferences will generally not be held during school hours.

A Family Folder and/or electronic mailing are usually distributed every Friday throughout the school year to keep
parents/guardians informed about current school events. Contents of this folder and/or email should be reviewed
carefully and the folder should be returned every Monday with any requested information enclosed.



EMERGENCY SCHOOL CLOSINGS

Inclement weather or environmental conditions may result in early dismissal and/or delays in school opening and
student transportation. Under such circumstances, parents/guardians should listen/watch for St. Columba School
information on radio stations WHLM 930 AM/103.5 FM, WFYY 106.5 FM, or TV Channels WNEP, WBRE, or WYOU.

Students should not arrive more than 15 minutes prior to a delayed opening and should not be dropped off unless a
school staff member is present to receive them. A detailed instruction sheet regarding emergency school closings is
sent home in the Family Folder the first week of school each year. Parents/guardians should maintain this very
important information for future reference in the event of an emergency.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

St. Columba School receives school nurse services provided by the Bloomshurg Area School District. Health records
are maintained by the school nurse and are kept on file in the school. All parents/guardians are asked to cooperate in
keeping these records accurate and current by completing and returning any and all required forms and by notifying
the school office of any changes.

Medication

St. Columba School does not have a school nurse on site at all times. Therefore, when parents/guardians are unable
to arrange medication time intervals to avoid school hours they may be asked to come to school to administer
medication to their children. If it is essential that a student receive medication during school hours, specific procedures
must be followed in order for school personnel to administer medication. (See APPENDIX C and APPENDIX D)

For a student on long-term medication, a personal conference with parents/guardians concerning the student’s plan of
care is required. The plan of care must be written and included as part of the student’s health record. Students are not
permitted to carry any medication on their person without a physician’s specific authorization to do so. Students are not
permitted to retain any medication in the property assigned for their usage (e.g. desks, closets, etc.)

Accidents

In minor cases, first aid will be given at school. In the event that major first aid is required, every effort will be made to
contact a parent/guardian. In case of failure to contact a parent/guardian, the authorized contact person on the
student's emergency form will be called. Therefore, it is of utmost importance that the emergency form be
completed properly and signed by the parent/quardian on the first day of school. If no authorized person can be
reached, the school will seek the care needed for the welfare of the student. Parents/guardians will be responsible for
expenses incurred. An optional insurance plan is offered to all students through the Diocese of Harrisburg. Information
regarding this option is sent to all parents/guardians at the beginning of the school year. Proper signatures must be
returned to the school office indicating acceptance/rejection of this insurance by the parents/guardians.

Bus Safety
Students at St. Columba School are provided transportation from their public school district of residence. This includes

the following districts: Bloomsburg, Benton, Berwick, Central Columbia, Danville, Millville, and Southern Columbia.

While riding school district transportation, students are expected to conduct themselves in accordance with the mission
and philosophy of St. Columba School. Failure to observe rules of safety and respect for drivers and/or other students
may warrant disciplinary action by the transporting district and/or St. Columba School. Such action may include but not
be limited to temporary/permanent suspension of transportation services, in school detention, or suspension/expulsion
from school as determined by St. Columba School policy.

Specific questions regarding bus/van scheduling, pick up and drop off sites, etc. should be addressed to the
Transportation Department in your school district of residence.

SCHOOL EMERGENCY PLAN

St. Columba School will make every effort to adapt and respond to any specific incident in order to protect our children.
It is critical to understand the importance of cooperation in any crisis. It is expected and essential that all parents,
students, and school personnel work cooperatively to maintain the safest environment possible for the entire school.

The complete St. Columba School Emergency Plan is on file in the school office. Parents/guardians may request to
review the emergency plan with the principal during regular school hours.



VISITORS AND VOLUNTEERS

All visitors and volunteers to St. Columba School must report to the school office upon arrival where they will sign the
appropriate record book and obtain an identification badge before proceeding to their designated area. When leaving,
visitors/volunteers will be expected to sign out and return their identification badge.

Parents/guardians may not interrupt classes. School personnel will notify students/teachers of all transactions, such as
bringing a forgotten item or picking up a child for an illness or an appointment.

Volunteers must maintain proper clearances mandated by the Diocesan Youth Protection Program.

HOME & SCHOOL ASSOCIATION (HSA)

The Home and School Association is established to bring about better communication between parents/guardians and
the faculty/staff/ladministration. Notice of meeting dates are listed on the monthly events calendar. All are welcome to
attend and to become actively involved in this organization. The HSA currently meets four times a year.

LUNCH PROGRAM

St. Columba School participates in a government approved hot lunch program. Reduced/free lunches are available to
qualifying families. A monthly menu is provided in the Family Folder and/or on the school website. To keep this
program viable parents/guardians are reminded to make timely payment of their children’s hot lunches and to consider
making themselves available to volunteer as needed.

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES
St. Columba School offers extra curricular activities to enhance the curriculum and to provide its students with
opportunities to explore their interests and to enjoy group activities that broaden their experiential learning and
contribute to their overall development.

Most extracurricular activities are scheduled after school (2:35 to 4:00 p.m.). Arrangements for after school care
following an extracurricular activity may be made for a nominal fee. Students not picked up after 4:00 will be sent to
After School Care at the expense of the parent/guardian.

To ensure that participation in an extra-curricular activity does not come at the expense of academic performance,
students may be suspended or expelled from an extracurricular activity for serious violations of school rules,
unacceptable academic performance, and/or frequent unexcused absence/tardiness.

A variety of extracurricular activities are offered as student interest develops and adult moderators become available.
Some extracurricular activities require a fee. If a family has difficulty in meeting the cost of an activity, arrangements
may be made for financial assistance by contacting the principal.

FIELD TRIPS

To expand classroom experiences, St. Columba School may take students on educational field trips according to the
guidelines set forth by the Diocese of Harrisburg with respect to distance/location. Parents/guardians must give their
children WRITTEN permission to attend such trips. Students who fail to submit a proper permission slip will not be
allowed to participate in the field trip. Telephone calls WILL NOT be accepted in place of a written permission slip.

Field trips are privileges afforded to students. A student who fails to meet academic, behavioral, or attendance
requirements may be denied participation in a field trip. Accompaniment on field trips by parents/guardians is at the
school's discretion and subject to Diocesan policy. Chaperones must have all required documentation file with the
Diocese of Harrisburg as mandated by the Youth Protection Program. (See Volunteer Resources on the school website.)

USE OF STUDENT INFORMATION/PICTURES

St. Columba School is careful about the release of the names, addresses, and phone numbers of their students and
their families to those outside the school. Such information will not be posted on websites or referenced in print
materials for reasons of safety and privacy.

Parents/guardians who wish their child’s picture included in newspaper publications and/or on the school's website
must sign and return the proper release form sent home at the beginning of the school year.

RIGHT TO SEARCH
The school/parish is co-tenant of lockers and desks and reserves the right to search them at any time without notice.
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SAFE SCHOOLS ACT

It is the policy of St. Columba School to notify any school to which a student transfers if the student is expelled,
withdraws from school, or is involved with any of the following infractions: 1. An act/offense involving weapons; 2. Sale
or possession of controlled substances; 3. Willful infliction of injury to another person, or act of violence committed on
school property or while in the custody of the school. (This policy reflects our commitment to the Safe Schools Act of 1997.)

TECHNOLOGY AND THE INTERNET

St. Columba School maintains an up-to-date computer lab and sets goals for student instruction that is age
appropriate. Technology instruction is provided weekly to students in Kindergarten through eighth grade. A technology
committee comprised of parents, faculty, and administration, as well as, parishioners and community members meet to
review the technology needs of St. Columba School and to make recommendations for upgrading hardware and
software in order to maintain a technology plan based on current advances in educational technology.

Computer stations are maintained in each classroom for teacher and student use on a daily basis. It is a privilege for
students to use computers and the Internet whether in the computer lab or the classroom. Students are responsible for
their own actions and inappropriate use of the computer/internet has its consequences. (See Appendix E)

CELL PHONES/ELECTRONIC DEVICES

According to the National School Safety and Security Services, the use of cell phones and other electronic devices are
disruptive to the educational environment and would “detract from school safety in a crisis” and “could conceivably
decrease, not increase, school safety during a crisis.” (www.schoolsecurity.org)

Cell phones, pagers, iPods, lasers, blackberries, handheld electronic games, or other such devices, are not permitted
without the express prior permission of school administration. If such items are used during school hours, they will be
confiscated and may only be retrieved by the parent/guardian at the end of the school year.

Mindful of the desire of parents/guardians to provide cell phones to their children for safety purposes while walking
to/from school, cell phones may not be used for any reason during school hours and must be turned off be and kept in
the student’s backpack at all times. In the case of a family emergency, parents should call the school office to relay
information to their children. Parents/Guardians must submit a request for permission annually in writing if they wish
their student to have a cell phone in school.

ADMINISTRATORS RIGHT TO AMEND HANDBOOK
St. Columba School administrators retain the right to amend this handbook for just cause.

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APPENDIX B

SAINT COLUMBA CATHOLIC SCHOOL DETENTION POLICY

General Detention will be held Tuesdays from 2:35 - 4:00 (location to be determined).
Parents/Guardians and the Principal will be notified prior to a student’s detention in writing and/or
by phone. Serious infractions may be reported to the Pastor and/or Superintendent. St. Columba
School Faculty will monitor detentions.

A classroom teacher may arrange for an Individual Student Detention at another time/location
with notification to the principal and the student’s parents/guardians. The teacher will be
responsible for monitoring their own individual student detention.

Without good cause, failure to serve an assigned detention will incur an additional detention.
Repeated student detention, especially for the same infraction of school policy, will result in further
disciplinary action, as determined by the administration and may include suspension.

During the detention session students will complete the following as applies:
1. Finish incomplete work as assigned by the teacher requesting the detention.
2. Write a letter of apology for behavioral infractions to the offended party.
3. Develop an action plan to avoid excessive tardiness in the future.

During the detention session the following rules will be enforced:
1. Silence will be maintained.
2. Monitors will not act as tutors.
3. Students will remain for the full time.
4. No other work/reading may be completed.

Monitor responsibilities:

1. Arrive at the detention site by 2:35 and remain there until all students have been picked up and
signed out by a parent/guardian or delivered to the After School Care teacher.

2. Avrotating schedule will be distributed. Monitors must secure a substitute within the St. Columba
School staff if unable to serve on a particular day.

3. Attendance will be taken at the start of the detention session to include the name, grade, and
reason for each student present. An attendance record of detention will be maintained in the school
office until the end of the current school year.

Infractions which may lead to a detention:
1. Excessive tardiness as determined by the faculty/administration.

Incomplete homework as determined by the faculty/administration.

Incomplete class work as determined by the faculty/administration.

Failure to follow the uniform dress code for repeated infractions.

Inappropriate behavior including but not limited to:
Disobedience, defiance or disrespect toward an adult in authority
Disrespect, physical and/or verbal harassment directed at another student
Deliberate damage to school property and/or misuse of equipment
Disturbance in the classroom, cafeteria, and other areas of the school
Failure to return a library book after two written warnings
Running, screaming, and/or pushing on school property or on a school bus

Please read this document carefully before signing.

PURPOSE:

Computers and the Internet have become essential tools in the education of students and teachers. The
vast, valuable, diverse, and unique resources that are available through technology must always reflect our
Catholic Christian values. Our goal in providing this service is to promote educational excellence and faith
formation by facilitating resources, sharing innovation, and promoting Christ-like communication. Through
the use of technology, students and teachers have access to:

Electronic mail - All emails are property of St. Columba School. The Administrator/Technology Instructor reserves

the right to control and monitor all transmissions.

Browse the World Wide Web.

Public domain software and shareware of all types.

University Catalogs and the Library of Congress.

School network

Use of school technology hardware and software for educational purposes

Computers with networking and Internet capabilities

With access to computers and the internet comes the availability of material that may not be considered to
be of educational value in the context of the school setting. St. Columba School has taken precautions to
restrict access to controversial material.

GOALS:

Internet access and computer use relies upon the proper conduct of the user who must adhere to strict
guidelines. These guidelines are listed below. Student and parent/quardian signatures at the bottom of
this document indicate that the signers understand the terms and conditions and agree to abide by
them.

Computers, computer hardware, and computer software are only to be used for academic purposes or other
authorized activities.

All users will be required to have Internet Safety training. (Provided by Technology Instructor)

Technology Instructor, Faculty, and Administration have the right to monitor and to judge the acceptability of all
activities.

Students (grades 3 to 8) will be assigned a user name and password in order to access the World Wide Web.
(With approval and supervision) This password should not be given to any other student.

Any attempt to circumvent system security, guess passwords, or in any way gain access to secured resources is
forbidden.

Students may not use or alter anyone else’s password.
Students may not destroy another user's data.

No user may deliberately attempt to degrade the performance of any computer system. Users will not move,
repair, reconfigure, modify, or attach external devices to the system.
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Students will not make deliberate attempts to disrupt computer systems, or destroy data by spreading computer
viruses or by any other means. These actions are illegal as well as immoral.

Use of the Internet for personal gain or profit is not allowed from an educational site.

Students may not monopolize the resources of any St. Columba School Network System.

Students will not play computer games unless assigned by a teacher for educational purposes.

Students may not access personal email accounts. The Technology Instructor will closely monitor all emails.
Students are not permitted to enter chat rooms.

Students are not allowed to visit Blog web sites, post Blogs, or visit any social networking site — i.e. Myspace.com,
Facebook, etc.

Use of E-mail and any other Internet facilities to harass, offend, cyberbully, or annoy other users is strictly
forbidden.  Fraudulent, harassing, violent, libelous, obscene, discriminatory, religiously offensive, ethically
offensive, and other inappropriate materials or messages may not be e-mailed, printed, requested, displayed,
uploaded, downloaded, or stored.

Cyberbullying of or by any student, in or out of school, will be addressed by school authorities in accordance with
St. Columba and Diocesan policy as mandated by Pennsylvania School Code. Cyberbullying does not conform to
Christian values, it will not be tolerated.

Transferring copyrighted material at St. Columba School without the express permission of the owner is a violation
of Federal Law. All work on the Internet is copyrighted. Students will not plagiarize works they find on the Internet.
Plagiarism is taking the ideas or writings of others and presenting them as if they were your own. The
illegal downloading of copyrighted software for use on home and school computers is prohibited. The user is
responsible to see that this does not occur.

To eliminate the spread of viruses, all storage devices must be scanned before use.

For reasons of personal safety, students will not post any personal information about themselves or others. This
includes addresses, telephone numbers, school address, photos, etc.

Students will not knowingly or carelessly post false information about a person(s) or organization(s).

All communications and information accessible via any St. Columba Network system must be assumed to be
school property.

Additional rules and restrictions may be added at anytime as needed.

SECURITY:

If any student experiences a problem on the Internet, the student must inform the Technology Instructor immediately.
If the Technology Instructor is not available the student must inform his/her homeroom teacher or the principal. Do not
demonstrate the problem to another student. Never use another student’'s name, username, or password.

VANDALISM:

Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy computer equipment, data of another user,
the Internet, or other networks or agencies that are connected to the Internet. This includes, but is not limited to,
creation of viruses, unauthorized access, or changing online materials. Restitution for damage to school computers
and/or software applications will be the responsibility of the student and his/her parents/guardians. The Administration
will determine further disciplinary action according to Diocesan and local school policy.

SANCTIONS:
Students who disregard the User Agreement policy will lose computer use privileges at St. Columba School. The
Administration will determine further disciplinary action according to Diocesan and local school policy.

The attached agreement must be signed and returned at the beginning of each school year. All students Kindergarten
through Grade 8 must also sign the Student Internet User Agreement Form. No student may have access to Internet
privileges at St. Columba School without both student and parent/guardian signatures on file.

Only the agreement form is to be returned. The document is to be retained by the family.
